If you have an existing email account, just log into the website using your email address and password. 
 

 
 
3) If you are a new member or never created an account Click on the Create New elearning account. 
 (NOTE – If you are registering using the screen on the right, please click on REGISTER) 
 
 
 
If you create a new account and you know your Hockey Canada ID Number (the HNS Card number) Select the “I am a 
member of hockey Canada.” 
 
IF YOU SELECT I AM NOT (I DON’T KNOW MY HOCKEY CANADA ID NUMBER) HNS will get you linked up within 2 
business days.  NOTE - the info to see your credentials, or sign up to a clinic will NOT be available until we link your 
account.  (You will receive an automated email stating your account has been linked, once it is linked)

If you have selected that you are a member of Hockey Canada and Have your Hockey ID, your screen will look like this.  
(your ID, DOB, and email MUST MATCH what hockey Canada has) once your account is created you can change this 
info by clicking “edit my profile” and it will automatically be updated in the HNS database.) 

 
If you don’t have the Hockey ID, then you will need to select the association you belong to.

Once you have created a new account or successfully logged into the system using an existing account, you will need to 
sign up for a clinic. 
 
Click on clinic signup in the top left corner. 
Now you will see the list of clinics you can select one by clicking on the blue signup link.

That’s it! You are now have your elearning account, and should be able to view all your qualifications, teams, supervision, 
clinics and sign up for a new clinic or view your travel permits. 
 
NOTE – should your old information be incorrect (ex played on a team in 2005 that is not there) please do not worry as 
these records are accurate as of 2006 moving forward. 
 
Should your coach certification be incorrect, please forward on your coaching certificate, date, location and instructor (if 
known) via fax or email to ccooze@hockeynovascotia.ca  
   
 
Please remember the following. 
 

¶ If you know there is a clinic but it doesn’t show up on the list, chances are it is full and not accepting any more 
registrants. 
 

¶ For Officials Don’t forget to bring your payment to the clinic (ONLY cash or cheque is accepted) 
 

¶ For coaches you are only allowed 5 travel permits out at a time (once one is approved it makes it so you can 
request another travel permit etc.  If I have 3 outstanding and 2 get approved then I can still request 2 more travel 
permits for a total of 5 “unapproved” travel permits.
