Procedures for filing Injury Reports

Due to the number of inquiries Hockey Nova Scotia has received, please find listed below the proper procedures for filing Injury Reports.
(1) Fill out the Hockey Canada Injury Report completely.

(2) Mail back the ORIGINAL form to:

(3) The Hockey Nova Scotia office needs to receive the claim within 90 Days of the accident, in order for Hockey Canada to cover any charges.

(4) If the Injury report is not received within the 90 day time frame, there is NO guarantee that Hockey Canada will cover anything

(5) If the injured party has another form of insurance, they need to submit to that first, as Hockey Canada acts as a secondary insurer in this case, but will supplement up to 100%.  For instance, if the primary insurance only covers 80%, Hockey Canada will cover the other 20%.

(6) Please attach all receipts.
